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Notes on t ranslation and t ransliteration  

 

For the transliteration of Arabic words, this study follows the guidelines of the International Journal 
of Middle East Studies (IJMES), with a few deviations.  

- The names of historical figures that are discussed in this dissertation are fully transliterated 
with diacritical marks only when they are given for the first time in the text. They will be 
subsequently spelled either following the French spelling of the names that the said figures 
themselves used (e.g., Sa!d Ya!q"b M! lik# becomes Saad Malki), or following the IJMES 
guidelines without diacritics and initial hamza (e.g., Mu$%af& !Abd al-R&ziq becomes Mustafa 
!Abd al-Raziq).  

- The names of prominent cultural or political figures are fully transliterated with diacritical 
marks when they are given for the first time in the text, and subsequently written 
according to the Ôstandard English spellingÕ (e.g., ' &h& ( usayn becomes Taha Hussein). 

- When appropriate, the letter Ôj#mÕ in Egyptian personal names will be transliterated as ÔgÕ to 
more closely approximate the pronunciation of the Egyptian dialect (e.g., Mur! d Farag 
rather than Mur! d Faraj). 

- The titles of newspapers, books, articles and names of political parties and organizations are 
fully transliterated with diacritical marks.
